• The first camp session fees are due upon registration.
• There is also a $15.00 non-refundable deposit per week due

at time of registration. (The $15.00 will be used toward the
balance due on each session.)

• The $15.00 deposit will not be refunded due to any
cancellations made less than 2 weeks prior to start date.

• Remaining camp fees for each additional week are due the
Wednesday before each session start date by 5:00pm for
staffing and supply purposes.

• No refunds will be issued after the start of each camp session
unless accompanied by a medical note.

• No refunds or credits will be given for days your child does
not attend camp.

• We are unable to prorate fees for days missed due to illness,
vacation, holidays or behavior suspensions.
